Accommodation

On campus

Our residential schools are selected for their
excellent facilities and secure environments.
Students have a single room or share with juniors
of different nationalities. Girls and boys are
accommodated separately. All meals are taken at
the school, except on excursion days when packed
lunches are provided. The schools operate a banking
service for pocket money and lockable storage
facilities for valuables.

Staff are residential and live on site with the
students to ensure 24 hour supervision and care.

In homestay

Arrivals and departures

would pay compensation as follows:

e \Where the cancellation is before the start of the course,
compensation equal to the deposit paid by the student or

e Where the cancellation is after the start of the course,
compensation equal to one week's fees.

Liability and Insurance

Students should make sure that they organise their own travel
insurance to cover medical costs and repatriation costs in the case of
an illness or accident.
